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1.0 THE REPORT SYNOPSIS AND WORKSHOP METHODOLOGY 
· The workshop was moderated by Sammy Kavuma the Youth Participation Officer and key note presentation was made by Richard Wanzala an ex- Volunteer of SPW who is currently the Coordinator of Students Partnership World Wide. Other opening remarks were made by Perry Maddox of SPW and Dr. Anthony of UNFPA.
· After the introduction and welcome remarks, there was a brief summary introduction on Youth Guidance Project (YGP) and Sharing and Learning Network (SLN) and an opening presentation by Richard Wanzala. Participants were then grouped into two: Group I and II for a discussion session. The two groups were given an hour for their discussion and the participants were a mix of government officials, donors and CSOs.

· Group one discussed the question: does the HIV/AIDS Policy make specific reference to youth and SRH, and how does it involve them in the fight against HIV/AIDS? If not why not? What could be done?

· Group two discussed the question: what are some of the challenges encountered while using the peer education approach in implementing SRH programmes among the youth? What have we learned so far about how to do this effectively? 

· Both groups were tasked to discuss the question: what initiatives (programmes) have government ministries, donors and CSOs been implementing on SRH through a peer education approach?

· Each group was given 3 flip charts to prepare their presentation. Group 1 presented back on their given topic in 5 minutes, and contributed to the other cross cutting topic, as well as on Common Learning's and Guiding principles.

· After each 5 minute presentation, 10 minutes were allocated for a whole group plenary focusing on the common learnings.

· Wrap-up and next steps were given and closing remarks made.

· The report is written in a chronological order of events.

1.4 Summary of Workshop 

· Participants were reminded about  Youth Guidance (YGP) project and sharing and learning Network (SLN)

· YGP /SLN Key partners through Dr. Anthony informed the participants  about the role of UNFPA and their commitment to work with the workshop organizers.

· Richard Wanzala took the participants through a detailed presentation on SPW: Promoting Sexual Reproductive Health through Peer Education;Why Peer Education is an important methodology
· Group discussion held on three aspects: 

1. Does the HIV/AIDS policy make specific reference to youth and SRH, and how it involves them in the fight against HIV/AIDS? If not, why not? What could be done? 

2. What are some of the challenges encountered while using the peer education approach in implementing SRH programmes among youth? 

3. What are the initiatives the government ministries, donors and CSOs been implementing on SRH through the peer education approach?
Agreement that the following (among others) are the common learning’s and guiding principles on the importance of engaging with SRH and HIV EIDS efforts:

1. CSOs need to work closely with the district teams to avoid duplication of work.
2. Avoid overloading peer educators with too much reading materials due to the poor reading culture of the peer educators 
3. Use books with pictorial explanations and illustrations instead.
4.  Need to emphasize the quality of message passed on rather than the quantity of people reached. 
5. Need for strong partnership among the CSOs to address the challenges together
6. The commitment of Government  in fighting HIV/ AIDS was noted
7. Community and key stakeholders involvement is critical at all stages to support peer educators 

8. CSOs need on job training to get current/latest information on peer education.

 2.0 Workshop discussion and agreements 

2.1 Introduction and opening remarks from DR. Anthony (UNFPA)

Dr. Anthony welcomed the participants and explained the major role of UNFPA and emphasized their commitment in working with YGP /SLN and all the participants in ensuring that SRH and HIV/AIDS efforts are realized especially in as far as helping marginalized youth.

2.2 Introduction from Sammy Kavuma, Youth Participation Officer (YGP)

Sammy noted that this was the second SLN workshop; the first having been hosted by the World Bank.  He emphasized the need to put more effort into ensuring that peer education approaches are relevant for youth.  He thanked the participants for their continued participation and commitment. 

2.3 Introduction remarks from Perry Maddox, Country Director SPW – Uganda 

Perry noted that SPW is looking forward to promoting youth friendly SRH and HIV/AIDS services to the youth especially through working with all stakeholders.  He noted that SPW is more interested in how to get best practices that will benefit the marginalized youth especially through delivery relevant peer education and HIV/AIDS information. He thanked and welcomed the participants. 

2.4.1 Aims of the Workshop: 

Aims:

· To explain what SLNs are.

·  To conduct the second SLN discussion

Anticipated outputs:
· Un-packing how the peer education approach has been a success in SRH. 
· Overview of the policy/ programmes that relate to SRH and HIV/AIDS. 
· Overview of the challenges whilst using the peer education approach in engaging young people in SRH and HIV/AIDS.

· A number of common learning’s and guiding principles.

Definitions:
Youth: UN legal definition young people aged 15-24 (Ugandan context up to late 20s) Participation (broad sense – not just political): ongoing process of active involvement in decision making (at different levels). 2.4.5 Further Action Points for YGP

YGP to co-ordinate 4 workshops on different topics by end of November. The topics are: Marginalisation; Peer education approaches & SRH; Youth livelihoods/ unemployment; Youth led M&E research.

3.0: SPW: Promoting Sexual Reproductive Health through Peer Education
 Why Peer Education?  
This presentation was delivered by Richard Wanzala. Issues noted were:

· At SPW we believe in peer education as a core organizational value
· We believe peers are the best channel to deliver important messages: 
· When properly trained, targeted and supported 
· When messages require not just knowledge transfer but attitude and behavioral change as well. 
· The most successful change agents are those who are similar to the target population.
· The process of peer education is reciprocal and peer educators learn as many important life skills as the target group.
3.1 How SPW engages Peer Educators

· Our Youth Empowerment Programme recruits, trains and empowers young people to implement activities that include the following: Integrated Sexual Reproductive Health, Livelihoods, Life Skills and Advocacy Specific SRH Activities include: Sessions with INSY & OOSY, Club activities, support groups, VCT, peer advice and  Support, referrals. 
3.2 The power of Peer Education 

This was illustrated through the use of the diagram below. Richard noted that using the power of peer education model, they engage both in and out of school youth and community adults. In only 6 months, on average, each volunteer peer educator had reached 199 in school youth, 30 community adults and 86 out of school youth. See the illustration below.

3.3 Impact of Peer Education in Integrated SRH & Livelihoods.

Two major objectives of the program were analytically presented using graphs. Their impacts were also statistically presented. In Objective 1, it is hoped that Young people will make informed decisions on their sexual reproductive health. The percentage of rural Ugandan youth reached by YEP 1 approaching advice on a sensitive sexual reproductive health issue, and the percentage of rural Ugandan females reached by YEP 1 refusing sexual advances/offers is indicated below. Looking at the stratified results of the baseline and end line, the participation of females and males is also indicated. It is shown that young people are gradually getting empowered to be able to make informed decisions on SRH issues as those who refuse sexual advances firmly are more (in all sexes) than those who report to their parents. See the graphs below.
Objective 1: Young people will make informed decisions on their sexual reproductive health

[image: image2]For Objective 2, the premise is that young people will have improved livelihood and life skills. The table below shows that more HIV + youth  are getting knowledge on how best to eat a balanced diet for an improved livelihood.

[image: image3]4.0 Group Discussions and Presentations 
4.1.0 Group 1: How does the HIV/AIDS policy make specific reference to youth and SRH, and how does it involve them in the fight against HIV/AIDS? If not, why not? What could be done? 
Whereas the discussants agreed that the HIV/ AIDS policy makes specific reference to youth and SRH, they noted that more needs to de done to ensure that youth friendly services are delivered. They noted that the available policies are relevant to HIV/AIDS and are in general targeting young people.
4.1.1 The Policies on HIV/AIDS identified are:
· National youth policy 

· National gender policy 

· Road map for reduction of maternal mortality 

· HIV /AIDS policy 

· HIV/AIDS strategic plan 

· Reproductive health policy 

· Reproductive health strategy 

· Adolescent health strategy (final draft)

· Youth friendly service guidelines and standards (final draft)
It was noted that a Youth Friendly Service Guidelines and Standards final draft is currently being finalised. Key issues noted were:

· The importance of enabling youth to take on leadership roles 

· Limited/ low awareness of various policies relevant to youth (accessibility challenge) 

· The youth have limited understanding  of programmes offered

· Many youth are not utilizing successful approaches for providing SRH services at health facilities  

4.2.0 Group 2:   What are some of the challenges encountered while using the peer education approach in implementing SRH programmes among youth?  

· Involving key stakeholders to support peer educators  is difficult

· Support and supervision is irregular 

· The youth are overloaded with (PE) with too much information which they can’t understand.

· There is a wide gap between knowledge, skills and behavioral change 

· SRH is not the  top priority for some youth 

· There is HIV/AIDS fatigue among the population hence no longer taking HIV/AIDS information as urgent and vital.

· The sexual behaviour of young people is connected with many other issues i.e. poverty, peer influence etc.
· The message delivered to youth groups is not always age appropriate i.e. tackling a youth sub group
· Drop out rates are high among peers 

· Lack of uniformity of approach used by  different organization 

· Quality of the implementation for the peer educators can be poor

· Lack of capacity at referral centers as most health providers are not youth friendly and lack the essentials services needed by youth

· Limited emphasis on youth and adolescents compared to other vulnerable groups like CSWs.

· Integration of HIV and SRH is limited.   

· Youth are generally limited to classification among ‘vulnerable’ groups and lost among monitoring indicators. 
4.2.1 What have we learned so far about how to do this effectively? 

· Work with the village health teams and health centers.

· Do not overload them (PE) with too much information but focus on how the PEs can be implemented effectively.

· Need to emphasize quality  of services delivered as opposed to quantity 

· Support and supervision of SRH activities needs to be regular 

4.3.0 Cross Cutting issues addressed by both groups. 

Theme: The initiatives that government ministries, donors and CSOs have been implementing on SRH through the peer education approach are:

1. Training of service of providers 

2. Training peer educators 

3. Facilitation of peer educators 

4.3.1 The programmes that have been implemented on SHR through the peer education approach are:

· YEAH 

· PEARL

· YPSCE

· PIASCY 

· PEER Education Fund 

· Training module for training peer educators 

4.3.2 Proposed solutions 
· There are efforts to develop an integration strategy
· On job training of peer education is necessary 
· Encourage strong partnership among the CSOs to address the challenges together
· Support and supervision needs to be regular to avoid the message getting distorted.
· Involvement of young people in the planning and identification of programs/ policies to increase ownership  is vital
· Involvement of key community members to support peer educators is important 
5.0 Common Learning and Guiding Principles

5.1 Common Leanings

· CSOs need to work closely with the district teams to avoid duplication of work.
· Avoid overloading peer educators with too much reading materials due to the poor reading culture of the peer educators 
· Use books with pictorial explanations and illustrations instead.
· Need to emphasize the quality of message passed on rather than the quantity of people reached. 
· Need for strong partnership among the CSOs to address the challenges together
· The commitment of Government  in fighting HIV/ AIDS was noted
· There is active participation of young people & CSOs on SRH in development of strategies 
· The government is using indicators on SRH for young people to inform development of strategies for example, teenage pregnancy, age at sexual debut, contraceptive and condom use. 
5.2 Guiding principles

1. Community involvement is of a paramount importance if we are to realize the importance of engaging with SRH and HIV/AIDS effectively.
2. Peer education is among the core values through which SRH and HIV/AIDS information can be effectively delivered to the youth.
3. It is important to fill the gap between knowledge acquisition, skills transfer and behavioral change to make SRH and HIV/AIDS delivery effective. 
4. SRH should be identified as top  priority  for young people but to ensure this, it should be integrated with broader development information that will enable youth sub groups to fight unemployment and poverty. 
5. Young people should not only be targets of development initiatives but active participants as SRH and HIV/AIDS information should empower.
6.0 WRAP UP: Next steps

· Write up of workshop and findings
· The final learning’s; it will be posted in the YGP blog and open for review & comment 

· Next SLN will be on youth livelihoods/ unemployment scheduled for early October 2009
Perry Maddox handled the last part of the session. He identified the key issues raised in the workshop more specifically the general common leanings and guiding principles which were noted in the critical areas of; Policy Implementation and Voice. These are presented below:

6.1 The issue policy 

· Young people need to be aware of policies, and passing on of information is key to their understanding.
· Ministries should create an enabling space/environment to engage young people in dialogues & involve them in policy formulation.
· Need for policy review and make young people understand the policies and be part of them.

6.2 The issue of implementation 

· Peer education is important and applies to all challenges mentioned. 
· Engage the youth in programme design and at health centers so that they can also design programmes that are relevant to them. 
· Integration of young people into issues affecting them is vital. 
6.3 The issue of Voice 

· Young people should be heard. There is need to develop public – private partnership to engage more youth.
· Involve more NGOs and CSOs and avoid politicking youth related issues 
6.4 Why focus on youth sub groups?
Remember that young people have knowledge and can apply it effectively.  They are able to get and present the acquired knowledge especially as peer educators. 

6.4 Closing remarks 

Dr. Anthony thanked SPW for leading the process and making sure that the government is closely involved through the Ministry of Health.  He noted that a number of issues have been raised and specifically noted the issue of disseminating information to all stake holders and the need to get the public – private partnership on both.  He encouraged SPW to go beyond and continue to achieve tangible results.  He thanked every participant for their effective participation.
