A Study on the Opportunities to reach Out of School Children with Life Skill based HIV prevention Education
1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Background information

Available sero-prevalence data for the 2005 survey indicate a 1.53% national prevalence of HIV with nearly equal rates (1.5%) in both males and females. Koinadugu District accounts for the highest rate (3%) of HIV in the country. The bulk of the population of the country is young people (15-24 years), with 51% below 18 years. This group of the population accounts for about 3.2% of HIV infection. Only 17.7% have comprehensive knowledge about HIV/AIDS and less than 10% could use condom for protection against HIV (MICS 2005).  
Life skills education for the prevention of HIV/AIDS undertaken by many organizations is mostly targeted at young people in school. Strategies to reach the school going children are well defined in the national HIV prevention response. Therefore there is increased number of partners supporting in school programmes through out the country. With out of school children there are limited or no structures within communities which are suitable for integration of life skills activities to benefit them. Thousands of children between 6 to 18 years are not at school. About 30% of children between the ages of 6-11 years are not going to school despite the country’s attempt to achieve universal primary education. Besides, less than 50% of those in primary school do not continue onto secondary schools. Drop out rates are high, increasing the number of children who remain out of the school system.  This situation is three times more common in girls than boys. Indeed girls are the helpers and secondary primary care givers in most families. With the burden of poverty, they participate in income generating activities to support households. Therefore it is all the more important to Integrate life skills activities into existing structures (clubs, secrete societies, groups etc) in communities so as to assure sustainability, ownership and participation of out of school children and young people in these activities.
Further more eleven percent (280,000) of the country’s child population are orphans of which 11% is due to HIV and AIDS (31,000). A large number of them are street children and all the districts in Sierra Leone are affected. Child labor is common (1 child out of 4 is a working child). The HIV epidemic is making them more vulnerable. The majority of children selling on the street for instance are girls. Traditionally, girls are sent to big towns to help relatives or parents for household work. Children in school are less vulnerable than those out of school and their vulnerability is mostly due to the lack of required knowledge and skills to protect themselves or their colleagues.  Girls, street children and Orphans and Vulnerable Children (OVCs) are the most at risk children in Sierra Leone. 

1.2 Statement of the problem

There are limited interventions carried out in the area of life skills based HIV prevention education for out of school children in Sierra Leone. This limitation narrowed down the opportunities needed to reach them and limits the identification of channels and challenges in the prevention of HIV infection among the out of school children. Therefore this study intends to look into these issues and identify opportunities for reaching them with HIV prevention education.
2 Objectives
The main objective of this study is to find out the opportunities and challenges to reach out of school children with Life Skills based HIV/AIDS prevention education with a view to improving intervention packages on HIV prevention education
The major outputs of this study are as follows:

· Identification of current strategies used to reach out of school children with lifeskills based education in HIV preventions.
· Identified key partners and appropriate structures in communities to reach out of school children with lifeskills in HIV prevention.

· Examining existing institutional links to reach the out of school children with HIV lifeskills
· Assessing existing opportunities and challenges  to reach the out of school children with lifeskills in HIV prevention
· Draw up recommendations that will guide programming for lifeskills in HIV prevention for out of school children.
3. METHODOLOGY
3.1 Description of the Study
The study will be carried out in 20 communities covering 10 districts nation wide. It will cover North 6 communities in 3 districts, South 6 communities in 3 districts, East 4 communities in 2 districts and West 4 communities in 2 districts. To reflect the diversity of Sierra Leone, the assessment will be conducted in a mix of rural and urban communities, representative of all possible scenarios in the country. Rural communities (home to 66% of the total population) and Urban communities – further classified into Provincial towns and Capital city. In selecting communities for the study consideration was made in terms of the presence of large portion of out of school children in those communities. In these communities most out of school children are mainly engaged in diamond mining, sand extraction, fishing, farming and petty trading as a means to their livelihood. Most importantly they do not seem to have the necessary knowledge and skills to tackle Sexual Reproductive Health issues and are most at risk to contract HIV and STIs. Results of the 2007 Knowledge, Attitudes and Practice survey conducted by SPW SL in four district communities (Bo, Pujehun, Bombali and Tonkolili) shows that 46% of children (age 12-15 yrs) think they might be at risk of contracting HIV.

Also the report of the National Population-based 2005 HIV Seroprevalence survey of Sierra Leone was key to the decision of selecting communities. The HIV prevalence by Districts in selected communities is shown as follows, Bonthe 0.7%, Western Area Rural 1.0%, Kono 1.0%, Bombali 1.0%, Kambia 1.5%, Kenema 1.9%, Bo 1.9%, Western Area Urban 2.2%, Pujehun 2.2%, and Koinadugu 3.0%. 

The communities selected are:
· Bo District: Bo Town (Urban) and Jimmi Bagbo (Rural)

· Bonthe District: Mattru Jong (Urban) and Moriba Town (Rural and mining community)

· Bombali District: Makeni (Urban) and Kalangba (Rural)

· Kambia District: Kambia Town (Urban) and Kukuna (Rural border point)

· Kenema District: Kenema (Urban) and Tongo (Rural and mining area)

· Kono District: Koidu (Urban mining community) and Jaiama Nimikoro (Rural mining area)

· Koinadugu District: Kabala (Urban) and Dogoloya (Rural border area)

· Pujehun District: Pujehun Town (Urban and border) and Jendema (Rural and border)

· Freetown Urban: Aberdeen and Portee (Costal area with high concentration of hotels)

· Freetown Rural: Waterloo (Urban) and Tombo  (Rural)

The study will focus on out-of-school children in the above geographical locations. For the purpose of this study “out of school children” is used to define several groups of young people: those who have dropped out of school, those who never attended school or those who participated in non formal school programmes. It is important to note that this study will not cover “after school children” but rather children who do not and cannot attend school. The target of this study will be out-of-school children from the ages of 9 to 18.
In this study key informant interviews, Consultative meetings, Focus Group Discussions and questionnaires will be used to address the objective and outputs of the study.

Focus Group Discussions (FGDs) the aim of the FGD is to complement both the consultative meetings as well as the questionnaires with additional and more qualitative information regarding capturing opportunities for the out-of-school children. 

A total of 18 FGDs will be held i.e. 9 in the provincial headquarter towns (Urban communities) and 9 in Rural communities. FGDs will be conducted separately for Boys, Girls and Mixed (boys & girls). Each FGD will have 8 participants but for the mixed group it will have 4 boys and 4 girls. The age groups 9-12, 13-15 and 16-18 will be considered in grouping participants for the FGDs. Participants will be selected randomly by households and locations within communities. Please see the table below on the distribution of the FGDs.

Key Informant Interviews. The interviews will be focused on officials at district and national level, NGO/CBO partners and local leaders. They will be conducted in all 20 communities. A total of 64 key informant interviews will be conducted i.e. 32 in urban communities and 32 in rural communities.

Consultative meetings. Consultative meetings will be held with a steering committee comprising of representatives from (NAS, MSWCCA, MEYS, UNAIDS/ UNFPA, Children in Crisis, Children’s Forum Network, MUWODA, and HACSA). Members of the steering committee will play key roles in, observing the assessment process and in the validation of the findings of the assessment.
Questionnaire. Questionnaires will be administered to the target group i.e. out of school children aged 9 to 18 years. Careful attention will be taken to evenly administer the questionnaire to respondents age ranges 9-12yrs, 13-15yrs and 16-18yrs.
3.2 Sampling Methodologies

Children and Adolescence between the age group of 9 to 18 years will be included in the survey.

For respondents who can not determine their ages, the interviewers will be trained to determine such ages of respondents firstly by physical looks and secondly by using a calendar of events by districts to determine the approximate age of the respondent. 

The sample size for the survey was statistically determined at 99% confidence level using the sample size calculator (www.surveysystems.com). The national population size for out of school children of Sierra Leone was also considered in determining the sample size for the study. For 10 districts, the total sample size will be 600 respondents equally divided between urban and rural district communities. The gender desegregation of respondents will be 50% male and 50% female.
The respondents will be selected using simple random sampling techniques. All communities selected in rural districts will be 1 cluster and communities in urban districts will be another cluster. The communities will form Primary Sampling Units (PSUs). Households and locations where many out of school children will be found will be units within the PSUs .Each unit has a random chance of getting selected for the survey. This is normally called Simple Random Sampling without Replacement. A unit that is selected is eliminated from the list and therefore has no chance of being selected again. This is normally done through a cyclic process with random start.
A total of 30 respondents (15 Male and 15 Female) will be selected in each PSU for administration of questionnaires. This is repeated in 20 communities get 600 respondents (300 Male and 300 Female). Certain defined groups of out of school children will be sought after in units within the PSUs. The defined groups will  be: 

· street children including those selling in the street

· child sex workers,

· child labourers, 

· children in foster families, 

· child leading householders, 

· disable children, 

· child mothers/pregnant children, 

· school dropouts, 

· child miners,

· Children in marriage. 
For the Focus Group Discussion there is an even split between males and females with a total of 8 people in each discussion. Experience in this has shown that this is an appropriate number of people to partake in each discussion as it allows for maximum participation. As well as this the facilitator of the discussion is able to realize the dominant members as well as the quiet ones and is therefore in a position to encourage equal participation. 

A cross section of agencies working with children was chosen to partake in the Key Informant Interviews. Government Ministries, district councils as well as local authorities all have an equal number of respondents for the interviews which are also equally spread across rural an urban geographical locations. For NGO/CBO and local leaders an increased number of respondents were chosen as there are more of these institutions and individuals to respond.

The consultative meetings will be used to validate the findings and will involve a cross section of organizations, institutions and governments ministries involved in providing information and data for the study itself.  
3.3 Plan of data collection
Data collection will involve 20 SPW Ex-Volunteers who will receive 2 days training in the use of the tools and data collection. The Ex-Volunteers are already thoroughly trained in monitoring and evaluation as well as data collection methodologies so this training will serve as a refresher course. During the training the tools will also be pre-tested and alterations made where necessary.  
The data collection will last for 10 working days. The ex-volunteer will read out the questionnaire to the identified respondent and then fill in the responses of the respondent in the questionnaire. Also the ex-volunteers will conduct the FGDs and interviews in the selected communities. The steering committee members will not take part in the FGDs and Interviews but will ensure these activities take place. This is important particularly so for the FGDs and the administration of the questionnaires because relax and peer working environment need to be created to enable an accurate and successful gathering of information. The ex-volunteers will hand in the completed questionnaires and FGD and Interview reports to SPW SL headquarters in Freetown after completing the study. 
Data collection is due to take place in the month of November. 
3.4 Data Processing and Analysis Plan
The completed questionnaires will be physically screened and serially numbered. Data entry in a computer soft ware the Epi Info analysis package will be carried out by a trained data entry ex-volunteer supervised by the a technical support personnel. The data will then be analyzed using “Epi Info” and required tables will be generated presenting relations between variables, as desired and appropriate for making meaningful conclusions. Tools such as tables and graphs will be generated by the software package to aid in data analysis as well as presentation. Service of an external independent consultant, the SPW International Monitoring and Evaluation Manager will be sorted to support data analysis and report writing. No additional training will be required as the expertise already lies within the organization. 
A standard “one tailed test” will be applied to all the variables to assess the significance of change between variables.

3.5 Ethical considerations
As this survey will involve young people from the ages of 9 to 18, there will be some ethical considerations needed. As the group is also vulnerable due to their out-of-school status special consideration will be needed in dealing with the target group.

Data collectors will be thoroughly trained in confidentiality and the analyzed data will only be used for the objective of the study which is to improve interventions targeting out-of-school children. Information on individual children will not be traceable and no names will be given in the study. Children can be assured of complete anonymity by taking part in the study.

Letters asking for consent for the study to take place will be issued to local leaders within the communities.
